2. Spray of DDT:

Every year DDT is sprayed twice a year throughout Mizoram. In 2010, spraying throughout
Mizoram was recommenced where\allages were the target. This was on the basis of
API>5, Pf % >50 or SPR>5% (SPR : Slide Positive R&lajortunately, the acceptance of
DDT among the people is declining.

3. Bednets/ Long Lasting Insecticidal Net (LLIN):

In 2010,80,000 LLINs were again received from National Vector Borne Diseases Control
Programme (NVBDCP). The nets were released on October and is being distributed to 93
SubCentres from the Districts. The recipients of LLINS are based on high endemic areas
havingAPI>8.50. Out of the 80,000 LLINs, 3200 nets (4%) are reserved as Buffer stock to
be distributed to incase of famine, natural calamities and Malaria endemic places.

Overview of the Programme:

i. 75 Malaria Programme Workers (MR were employed to be stated at remote
areas and villages without S@entres. They were imparted 2 weeks training from
Junei July 2010.

il. Anti-Malaria Month (AMM) was observed on April 2010 due to early onset of
monsoon in Mizoram.

iii. Border Sensitization Advocacy meeting was tal@€hawngte, Vaseitlang and
Lawngpuighat with the State Programme Officer on February 2010.

iv. DDT was sprayed at the border areas of Mizoram.

V. Medical Officers from District PHCs were trained on Treatment of Severe and
Complicated Malaria during August 2010.

Vi. Microscopists and Lab. Technicians were giveroRentation training on Malaria
parasites on March 2010.

Vil. Partnership with Zoram Entu Pawl (FBO) was established on September for

effective prevention of Malaria.
